ESOL Tuition & Documentation
People who have lived in Florida for at least 12 months pay $45 per semester. 
People who have lived in Florida less than 12 months or
 are unauthorized aliens pay $180 per semester.
To Pay $180: just show your photo ID- that’s it!
OR
To Pay $45: You must show Immigration Documents &
 Documents that prove time living in Florida
3 steps:
1)  Are you dependent or independent? 
Dependent: Under 24 years old, can be claimed on your parents’ taxes, or are married to someone who has lived in Florida for 12 months ( we look at your parents’ or spouse’s residency/documents.

Independent: Over 24 years old (or under 24 years old AND married, have children you support, or provide more than 50% of your own support) (we look at your residency.

2) Prove your immigration status:
 The following may be eligible to prove residency for tuition purposes:
· U.S. Citizens
· Permanent Residents

· Visa Categories A, E, G, H-1, I, K, L, N, O, R, S, T, U, V

· Temporary Protected Status

· Applicants for Adjustment of Status

· Applicants for Asylum

· Cuban-Haitian Entrants
· Other- See Appendix C below
Unauthorized aliens are not eligible to establish residency for tuition purposes.

You will need to show documents to prove the category you are in.
3) Present two first tier OR one first tier and one second tier document to prove 12 months of residency.  The document must have been issued 12 months before the start of class. (see list below)

First Tier (at least one of the two documents submitted must be from this list) 
1. A Florida voter’s registration card. 

2. A Florida driver’s license. 

3. A State of Florida identification card. 

4. A Florida vehicle registration. 

5. Proof of a permanent home in Florida which is occupied as a primary residence by the individual or by the individual’s parent if the individual is a dependent child. 

6. Proof of a homestead exemption in Florida. 

7. Transcripts from a Florida high school for multiple years (2 or more years) if the Florida high school diploma or GED was earned within the last 12 months. 

8. Proof of permanent full-time employment in Florida for at least 30 hours per week for a consecutive 12-month period. 

Second Tier (may be used in conjunction with one document from First Tier) 
1. A declaration of domicile in Florida. 

2. A Florida professional or occupational license. 

3. Florida incorporation. 

4. A document evidencing family ties in Florida. 

5. Proof of membership in a Florida-based charitable or professional organization. 

6. Any other documentation that supports the student’s request for resident status, including, but not limited to, utility bills and proof of 12 consecutive months of payments; a lease agreement and proof of 12 consecutive months of payments; or an official state, federal, or court document evidencing legal ties to Florida.
